National Inventors Hall of Fame Inducts Record Class of 20





Anne H Chasser, USPTO’s Commissioner for Trademarks joined Rick Nydegger, President of the National Inventors Hall of Fame Foundation in formally inducting 20 new inventors into the Hall of Fame last Saturday night in Akron, Ohio. Ray Dolby, inventor of a noise reduction system best known for its use in motion pictures, was among those inducted. Dolby sound is also one of the world’s best-known trademarks.


Others inducted this year include Harry Coover for Superglue, Robert Gallo and Luc Montagnier for the HIV test, Edith Flanigen for Molecular Sieves, Charles Kelman for Cataract Surgery and Ivan Getting and Bradford Parkison for the Global Positioning System—GPS.


Posthumous inductees were: John Gibbon for the Heart-Lung Machine, Lloyd Hall for Food Preservatives, Elias Howe for the Sewing Machine, Bernard Oliver and Claude Shannon inventors of Pulse Code Modulation, the first high-speed digital transmission system based on coded electronic pulses. Digital telephone systems and the ability to record on compact discs were made possible by their invention. Also inducted were Norbert Rilleux for Automated Sugar Refining and John Roebling for the Suspension Bridge.


There are now 221 inventors enshrined in the National Inventors Hall of Fame.
